East Coast Warehouse is a third-party temperature controlled 
warehouse distribution and cross dock facility.  Storage of  vari-
ous food products including cheese, nuts and grains, confection-
ary, beverages, beer, wine and spirits and more.  The tour will be 
at the company’s three building complex in Port Elizabeth, which 
encompasses nearly 1.1 million square feet.  The company has 
two additional buildings in Jersey City, NJ.  Over 200 people work 
in the warehouse and as supporting staff.  An additional 25 sup-
port the company’s in house trucking company, Safeway Truck-
ing Corp. 
 

A very unique feature of the East Coast complex is the solar 
panel array on the roof.  The installation is a 700 kilowatt thin-film 
photovoltaic array installed on a 350,000 sq.ft. metal roof.  It 
represents the world’s largest Uni-Solar array on a standing seam 
metal roof.  Uni-Solar is the manufacturer, and is a Michigan com-
pany.  Prior to this installation, the world’s largest installation of 
this type sat on the roof of the Beijing Museum.  There are over 
5,000 panels on the roof.  This installation is within the area con-
trolled by the Port Authority of NY and NJ, and was required to 
meet the strictest standards applied to this type of project.  The 
selection, installation and operation of the array will be the sub-
ject of the dinner meeting. 
 

The company offers various temperature storage conditions in-
cluding 40F, 50F, 65F, 70F and Ambient.  East Coast also oper-
ates the largest CES  ( Customs Examination Station) operation 
located directly on Port Authority Marine Terminal for the U.S. 
Customs and Border Patrol . The facility offers free and bonded 
storage.  East Coast has an in-house co-packing operation of-
fered to all customers and non customers alike who require tem-
perature controlled environment.

Richard King, President and CEO of American Energy  
Technologies of Wayne, NJ and Richie Gomez, Vice-
President of Facilities at East Coast will lead the dis-
cussion on the solar power units installed at this facil-
ity and the possibilities it holds for other distribution 
centers.  King brings 25 years of corporate planning 
expertise to the solar energy field. At AET Richard 
specializes in renewable energy projects for commer-
cial properties.  Gomez started his career with East 
Coast in 1984 and in 2000 was promoted to his current 
position, in which he is responsible for all purchasing 
among other facility management duties.  He was in-
strumental in justifying and was project manager of the 
installation of the 700,000 KWH solar array there.
